SERIES INVITATION

With the arrival of Easter, I am provoked to two extremes of feeling. I 
feel excitement and hope as I picture the children coming to celebrate 
Christ’s resurrection.

Let’s lead, love, and launch the next 
generation to live wonder-filled lives that show God’s power to conquer 
sin and create them (and us!) anew!
